 IV. Mingle and swap cards and resource information

      Michelle McCracken-HOPE

      This is the third season they’ll work with the Outreach Program. 

      They are up to 40-60 meals a day.  They oritionally started making 20 meals per night and have increased by 30-40 meals a night. They make so much contact and don't 
      overlap because they work after hours.

       HOPE Soup Angels are starting their 3rd year.  HOPE itself is starting its 4th year.

      They are trying to help people who can't get the information or help during regular 

       business hours.  LHOT are also working to educate people about homelessness
       in Longmont and sponsors Care Packages which include the following:   

       *A $5.00 food gift card from MacDonald's or Wendy's.

       *A 125 minute phone cared from AT&T.

       *Two RTD bus passes.

       *Resource card, "where to get help."

        Each packet is a $20.00 tax deductible donation.

       They would like to encourage people to hand out the package instead of handing out

       money.  The whole package can be handed out or just one thing at a time.

       HOPE has a facility on Lincoln Street off of Ken Pratt Blvd.

      Bob Norris-Hispanic Coalition

      They provide scholarships for 20-25 students.

      The Hispanic Coalition provides services for clients who are getting lost wages, people

      who have been shorted on their wages.  They try to get people connected with other 

      agencies.  They have a number of attorneys who will do pro bono.  El Comite: They have
      classes and diabetic classes which are coordinated with the YMCA. A "Know Your Rights"

      class. TCIF bank will have a financial education class.  They also have a collaboration

      with the Longmont Police Department, Teaching Peace, and Commander Tim Perkins, who is

      the liason for El Comite.

      He is now president of the board of El Comite.

      Deb Roberts-Alternative For Youth

      AFY helps kids succeed academically.  They have homework clubs and operate a summer 

      time program.  They had 65 students this year.  They do basic academics and some field 

      trips.  They had 20 teens who were their teen assistants.  They do leadership classes on 

      Fridays.  They work in collaboration with other agencies to do a parenting class twice a year 

      during the school year. They also work with Latino celebrations such as Cinco de Mayo.

      Through a grant from the school district, they got three community advocates to work

      with the school and work with families in trying to get children back on track. They

      also have a conflict resolution program and a school for kids who have been expelled from 

      the school district. They were able to go full time and thanks to that EARSS grant, kids are

      followed back into the school system up to eight monthsby Community Advocates.  
      ASSET COALTION:  is also an alcohol and drug treatment program for kids forming with       

     Probation, the Longmont Police Department, Teaching Peace, the Youth Center and 
     others.  They all meet weekly to design a curriculum and are hoping to be able to start in     

     January.

      Deb Witzel-Teaching Peace

      Restorative justice for Longmont and the school district.  Brings together victims and

      offenders to address crime & conflict. Has been around for 15 years. 90% complete the  

      program and 10% reoffend.  This is a great opportunity for victims to have a voice 
      and for offenders to set up and make things right.  This year they have experienced an 

      economic loss and have done layoffs. They are growing their board and the structure was   

      shifted last year.  They are trying to focus on funding. They have done day long 
      outreach at restaurants.  Last year they had 280 referrals and are at about 150 so far this  

      year. Also benefited from the grant that Deb Roberts mentioned for expelled students 
      in the Restorative Alternative to Expulsion project.  

      Shelly King-Genesis

      Genesis works with pregnant teens.  There are three locations, Longmont, Lafayette, and 

      Boulder.  Longmont has the highest caseload. They work with mom and baby until baby is 

      three years old.  They try to meet some of the financial needs to free up parents so 

      they can take care of the baby. Caseworkers positions have been cut back to part time.

      They work with teens who are pregnant and not in school.  They also participate in the

      School District Task Force.

      Alan Guitar-Access Counseling

      They have three locations, Longmont, Louisville and Boulder.  They have five 

      counselors in Boulder and nine in the other two locations.  They see clients on a 

      sliding scale.  Each counselor carries one hardship case but can't afford to serve

      those with zero income. They have mental health for those with more severe problems.

      They are trying to work with those who are stable and have fewer issues.  They see 

      people struggling with depression, anxiety, and family issues.  They have a large

      play - therapy program and try to involve the parents. At least monthly they see the kids

      and the parents.  There are negotiations with YMCA in merging.  There are other 

      programs around the country similar to this.  Access Counseling has moved to

      611 Ken Pratt Blvd. 

      Rose Ybaben-Burciaga-Safe Shelter of St.Vrain

      Introduced Lori Burkey as the new executive director

      The Safe Shelter is a program that helps survivors of domestic violence.  There are 

      two parts to the program, one is the Safe Shelter which is a home for crisis situations

      who are in eminent danger.  The other part is outreach and advocacy for those who don't

      need shelter but can receive advocacy.  They also have youth programs for teens in 

      abusive relationships. Peer Education with teens, which promotes good education and

      helps with relationships.  October is Domestic Violence Awareness month, there will

      be a candle vigil on October 16th.  

      Michelle Waite-Senior Services

      This is a governmental agency housed at the Senior Center along with Meals on Wheels.

      The city owns and operates Senior Services.  They also work with Agency Services and 

      Boulder County Legal Services.  They have a wellness program and

      about 400 volunteers who deliver programs.  They have information referral

      programs and staff is bilingual and bicultural.  The bilingual staff are heavily 

      involved with the Latino community dealing with fun and educational stuff.
